Teaching Method

—> The seminar takes place entirely online via Domuni's distance-learning platform
(moodle.domuni.eu). Each student logs in independently and works at their own
pace, according to the schedule defined.

—> Each step lasts two weeks

= During the first week of the step, each student is asked to write a structured
contribution (approx. 4,000 characters, including spaces) to the seminar, using the
texts and the discussion points displayed by the professor.

—> The second week of each step is dedicated to debates and discussions, supetvised
by the professor.

—> The final grade takes into account the quality of the four obligatory contributions
and the participation in the debates.

—> Each step requires a minimum of 7 hours of independent work.
